At Family Resource Centers, your United Way dollars fund the following community prevention programs:
Word of Mouth” tobacco prevention

“Alcohol 101”

“The Challenge” is an underage consumption awareness program.  “The Challenge” is aimed at individuals who have been found guilty for the first time, of an underage consumption law or school policy violation.  The other programs are aimed at an audience ranging in age from 4th grade to adult.

At Family Resource Centers, your United Way dollars fund the following community prevention programs:
 “Teen Institute” -a three-pronged approach to Alcohol, Tobacco and Other Drug prevention for High School students.  Programming includes healthy and low cost activities, and education and service learning meetings offered on a monthly basis. This program also includes a one-day conference for High School students.

At Family Resource Centers, your United Way dollars fund the following community prevention programs:
 “Project Happy” –programming includes a 36-hour weekend retreat and the development of a 20-student staff that are trained in drama performance.

At Family Resource Centers, your United Way dollars fund the following community prevention programs:
 “Bright Beginnings”- focuses on Early Childhood programming that includes assessment, social skills training, parent education, community education, and consultation.  “Dinosaur School” is a key element to this program. 
At American Red Cross-Hancock County Chapter your United Way dollars helps fund all types of disaster relief programs within our local community (fires, flooding, ice and snow storms, hazardous spills, etc.).  Red Cross services provide a family with their immediate emergency needs, shelter, food, clothing, medicine, rent payments, counseling, etc.  Their volunteers are extensively trained in this program and are continually participating in disaster drills.

American Red Cross’ Armed Forces Emergency Services Program focuses on the families here in Hancock County with loved ones in the military.  Red Cross provides the family's support system during a crisis for those families who have loved ones serving our Country.  The Red Cross is the only agency that has the capability of sending emergency messages worldwide, between family members and the military for births, illnesses, deaths and other family emergencies.

American Red Cross set up a flood shelter numerous times in 2007. They were very busy helping families, friends and neighbors during the largest flood in Hancock County’s history in August of 2007. The shelter housed more than 250 people. 

At Hope House your United Way dollars fund the following housing programs: 

The Hope House Office provides housing search assistance, landlord/tenant mediation, Fair Housing education and referrals to people of low-income in the County. Re ACN "aids community members in finding safe, affordable housing." People receive rental information: costs, applications, etc. transportation, and advocacy. stop communicating? Staff will help mediate between landlords and tenants to prevent eviction. Also, employment services are offered.

At Hope House the Independence Program provides case management and Project-based Rental Assistance to homeless men, women and children, including transitional youth, aged 18-24. Components are similar to shelter program except clients are in their own apartments; Case management assists clients with employment search through to retention. Without living wages, affordable housing cannot be maintained.

Hope House is a housing program that strives to provide safe, decent, affordable housing. It bridges the gap between emergency shelter and permanent housing for single women and single women with children. The case managers provide comprehensive services to the residents so they can achieve financial stability, getting them out of poverty and into permanent housing.
At Camp Fire USA-Northwest Ohio Council your United Way dollars fund the following youth programs:
Outreach: Their Non School Hour programming addresses what youth need to succeed. This program includes our Small Club program, extending their reach after-school programming, Outreach Summer Programming and special events for the community. All of the programs strive to build strong character values.  Their programs also provide a strong sense of belonging, being a member of a club, for the participant and their families. Camp Fire USA builds caring, confident youth and future leaders.  

At Camp Fire USA-Northwest Ohio Council your United Way dollars fund the following youth programs:

Self-Reliance programs offered by Camp Fire USA Northwest Ohio Council cover many topics for pre-school to 12th grade.  With comprehensive activities to help share the information and continue spreading Camp Fire USA's goals and mission, youth learn about their environments, how to handle themselves in unsafe situations and how to be of service to their community.  Each six session course is offered to local schools and agencies in the area.  A portable challenge course is also offered.

At Voices for Children/CASA of Hancock County, your United Way dollars help fund a program that provides professional staff to recruit, screen, train, support and supervise volunteers to speak for the best interest of children involved in Juvenile Court primarily as a result of abuse, neglect, and dependency. They address community needs by providing a quality volunteer experience and by ensuring that children assigned to our program receive all possible services available to them and to their caregivers, thereby measurably improving people’s lives in our community.

At YMCA your United Way dollars help fund the ACCESS Program which offers financial assistance on a sliding scale for all YMCA membership types and programs.

YMCA Child Care offers affordable full day and part day child care provided to low- to- moderate income families in Hancock County with children age infant - grade 6. Transportation provided to and from Findlay City schools, St Michael's School, Liberty Benton schools and Arcadia schools.

Salvation Army Comprehensive Emergency Services Short term financial assistance and life skills training for families and individuals experiencing small, short term emergencies.

At Girl Scouts, your United Way dollars help fund many programs:

Experiential learning in camping ranges from short studies of nature to an extended week of adventure or primitive camping. Staff/volunteers design content to challenge girls according to age and past experiences. Both quality and quantity of camping experiences are necessary for character change in girls. Activities include elements of peer mentoring, encouragement to try new activities, making self-directed decisions, and teamwork all to support personal growth in a fun but intentional way.

At Girl Scouts, your United Way dollars help fund many programs:

Comprehensive Youth Services is a process that begins with a girl wanting to join. The process then includes adult recruitment, volunteer screening, then volunteer training in youth development and small group facilitation. Girls are placed in troops with trained adult volunteers. Troops also participate in many council staff-led and local program activities that challenge girls to learn and use skills, values, and knowledge to explore, team with others, and act to make the world a better place.

At Girl Scouts, your United Way dollars help fund many programs:

The Outreach program is critical to ensure that girls in un-served or underserved areas within the county can participate in Girl Scouting.  It is staff-driven, with constant volunteer recruiting happening in conjunction with the events. (Parent participation is highly encouraged, invited and sought. This target population is typically challenged with parent involvement to begin with.) Events and activities are literacy based, with experiential and non formal learning processes built in.

At Open Arms Domestic Violence and Rape Crisis Service your United Way dollars help fund many programs:
Adult Services

This program provides immediate shelter for persons fleeing family violence.  Female victims and their children can be housed in a traditional shelter environment.  Male victims are housed off site. Maximum stay is 30 days, average is between 8 -14 days.  Victims are also provided safety through outreach processes like court accompaniment and support groups.  This program also provides emergency response for survivors of sexual assault, a crisis hotline and community education and training.

Open Arms Child Services

At Open Arms Domestic Violence and Rape Crisis Service your United Way dollars help fund many programs:
The Child Advocacy program provides services for children fleeing abusive situations.  This includes conducting intakes and screening for abuse, conducting support groups for kids, providing parent education, making arrangements for safe schooling, providing supervised visits and exchanges as well as conducting prevention programs.  

This program serves children in shelter, outreach programming and schools.

At Open Arms Domestic Violence and Rape Crisis Service your United Way dollars help fund many programs:
Violence Recovery

This program is a group for offenders of family violence.  Group is once per week, 1.5 hours, clients are required to pay $20 per session, a sliding fee scale is available so that no one is turned away from services.  There are currently 8 groups 3 male and 3 female, 2 that take place within the jail setting.  There are also 2 juvenile groups, one for females and one for males.  The group is focused on responsibility taking and behavior change.

At Salvation Army, your United Way dollars helps youth at risk:

Youth at risk programming: The Salvation Army conducts a program for at risk youth. This program includes social interaction, recreation, education, and nutrition for young people.

At Children’s Mentoring Connection, your United Way dollars helps find adults who would like to be mentors to children:
This program recruits and screens adult volunteers to serve as mentors to children qualified for service.  Each match is closely supervised by a case manager who has regular conferences with the volunteer, client and parent/guardian.  Mentors engage the child in a variety of educational, cultural and recreational activities to help that child grow in 18 specific asset areas which will result in a child who is competent, caring and confident.

At Boy Scouts, your United Way dollars help fund many programs:

Learning for Life Exploring

Learning for Life and Exploring's purpose is to provide experiences to help young people mature and to prepare them to become responsible and caring adults.  The youth are ready to investigate the meaning of interdependence in their personal relationships and communities.
At Boy Scouts, your United Way dollars help fund many programs:

At Cancer Patient Services, your United Way dollars help fund the follow help for cancer patients:
Financial and Physical Service Elements are offered at no cost to CPS clients with cancer who live or work in Hancock County:

•Reimbursements for cancer treatment and related drugs;

•Reimbursements for mileage required to receive cancer treatments such as but not limited to chemotherapy, radiation therapy, bone marrow procedures;

•Reimbursements for wig purchases due to cancer treatments;

•Reimbursements for prosthesis as needed due to the result of cancer and its treatments

•Provide access to food supplements as needed due to the result of cancer and its treatments;

•Provide ostomy, incontinence and medical supplies as needed due to the result of cancer and its treatments;

•Provide hospital beds, electric scooters or lift chairs including delivery, return and cleaning of equipment; as needed due to the result of cancer and its treatments;

At The Kidney Foundation, your United Way dollars helps kidney patients in many ways:

The Kidney Foundation helps kidney patients in Hancock County achieve a better quality of life with help for transportation to dialysis, medications and supplies and information and support.

At West Ohio Food Bank, your United Way dollars help feed many families:

In 2006/2007, the West Ohio Food Bank provided 102,547 more meals in Hancock County than the prior year.  Already in 2007/2008 hungry people in Hancock County received 83% more food in just 6 months.

At Century Health, your United Way dollars helped flood victims with mental health issues:

Century Health Staff was instrumental with mental heath issues at The CUBE flood shelter during the August 2007 flood and after.  They secured two additional, separate grants to take mental health help directly to flood victims by going door to door many times in the affected areas of the community.
